take him by car to the home of the Rev. Samuel Kyles,
of Memphis, for dinner. ‘
King, an open-faced, genial man, leaned over a
green iron railing to chat with an associate, Jesse Jack-
son, standing just below him in a courtyard parking lot.
Jackson introduced him to Ben Branch, a musician
‘who was to play at a rally Dr. King was to address two
hours later. As Jackson and Branch told of Dr. King’s
last moments later, the aide asked Dr. King:

‘Do you know Ben?”

“Yes, that’s my man!”’ Dr. King glowed.

They said Dr. King then asked if Branch would play
a spiritual, “Precious Lord, Take My Hand,” at the
night meeting, .

“I really want you to play that tonight,”” King said.

BRANCH SAID THE SHOT came from ‘“‘the hill on

the other side of the street.” He added:
“When I looked up, the police and the sheriff’s depu-

ties were running all around. The bullet exploded in his’

face.”

“We didn’t need to call the police,” Jackson de-
clared. “They were here all over the place.”

The Rev. Ralph W. Abernathy, perhaps Dr. King’s
closest friend, was just about to come out of the room.

A sudden loud noise burst out.

Dr. King toppled to the concrete passageway floor
and blood began gushing from a wound.

Some one rushed up with a towel to staunch the flow
of blood.

the houses. They wept.
They cursed.

Eddie Foy, 25, was work-
ing in a gas station at E.

SIX YEAKS AGO Foy
lived in Montgomery, Ala.,
and was a member of Mar-
tin Luther King’s church.
He closed his station and
went home.

' “He showed us how to do

it,” Foy said. “He showed
us how to win our fight in
the courts.

Mrs. Ruby May Busch, 41,
oi 1637 E. 75th St, had
planned to do her laundry
last night.
