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She advised thait EARL RAY was her brother and that
he had died in Buffalo, New York, a numbher oI years ago.
She stated that JAMES EARL RAY probably had no knowledge
of the death of EARL RAY or the whereabouts of EARL RAY
at the time of death.

Mrs. FULLER advised that she and her husband are
~retired and spend almest all of their time at home., She
stated they have very few visitors and she has practically
no contact with other members of the RAY family.

She advised that she would cooperate with the
FBI in this matter and furnish any information that comes
to her attention.

FRANX FULLER, 2601 Chestnut Street, Quincy, Illinois,
advised that he is the husband of MABEL RAY FULLER and that
she is the aunt of JAMES EARL RAY,

FRANK FULLER advised he has no contact with members
of the RAY family and he had no information ccncerning the
whereabouts, activities or associates of JAMES EARL RAY,

FRANK FULLER advised he will furnish any information
concerning any member of this family to the ¥FBI,
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The following investigation was conducted by
SA ELYON H, DAVIS at Quincy, Illinois.

ELMER BECKMAN, 2505 Chestnut Street, Quincy,
I1linois, advised that the FRANK FULLER family resides at
2601 Chestnut Street, Quincy, Illinois and that the family
solely consists of FRANK FULLER and his wife MABEL FULLER.
BECKMAN advised that he after viewing photographs of JAMES
EARL RAY, had never seen this individual at the FULLER's
house and he would immediately advise the FBI of any infor-
mation concerning the activities of the FRANK FULLER fam-
ily. He advised thnt FRANK FULLER is retired and that
he and his wife spend almost all of their time at their
own home. Occasionaliy, FRANK FULLER might work at a
tavern in Quincy, Illinois, if a bartender could not be
found a tavern on some given date,

ELMER BECKMAN was contacted concerning the activ-
ities at the FRANK FULLER house on May 1, 1963, May 6, 1968,
and May 9, 1968, and on each occasion, BECKMAN advised that
there had been no visitors to the FULLER house during that
period of time.

Surveilances were conducted by SA ELYON H. DAVIS
and SA MACK OLIVER on the residence at 2601 Chestnut Street
on a spot basis daily from May 1, 1968 to May 10. 1968,

In this period of time, no activity was observed at the
FULLER home and no visitors were observed at the FULLER
home .

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On 4-20-68, WALTER TERRY RIFE was re-interviewed
at the Virginia Botel 534 North Second Street, by SA ELYON
H. DAVIS and ASAC DONALD T. SULLIVAN,

RIFE furnished the following information:

RIFE advised that he had had no contact with JAMES
EARL RAY, FBI #306 443 A, since he last saw RAY in the
Federal Penitentiary in Leavenworth, Kansas, in 1957,

RIFE advised that the best he could remember
concerning RAY that RAY had had close associates or
relatives at one time in the Alton, Illinois, area, He
stated that he felt that RAY had at one time hung out
around taverns owned by TERRY TWEET in the Alton area,

RIFE advised that he knew that RAY had at one
time close contact with some fence in Peoria, Illinois,
to whom RAY sold stolen items. By this he stated that
he meant that RAY was a thief and would steal anything
during the period of time he knew RAY from the late 1940s
until 1955 and this included household 1tema, groups of
burglaries of business establishments and such like and
that RAY would get rid of hot items through a fence in
Peoria., RIFE advised that he had no idea as to the
identity of this fence,

RIFE stated that he (RIFE) had lived in the Peoria,
Illinois, area until 1967 when RIFE moved to the home of his
brother LOWVIE RIFE at Baylis, Illinois. RIFE then in 2-63
had taken over the operation of the restaurant at the virginia
Hotel and had been operating this restaurant since that time.

RIFE again reiterated that any of the individuals
who lived or worked at the Virginia Hotel could verify the
fact that he had been at the Virginia Hotel for the period
3-27-68 through 4-4-68, He stated also that since he and
his wife operated the restaurant together and since hic wif~

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had had a baby in 2-68, it had been necessary for him to work
long hours and to also be at home on a reguler basis to take
care of the RIFE's three other children,.

He again stated that members of the Quincy Police
Force could verify that RIFE had been in Quincy on a daily
basis inasmuch as the police checked the Virginia Hotel
every night,

RIFE advised that he would be available for inter-
views by the FBI at any time and that in the event that he
was not working or at his home 214 Lypn Street, Quincy,
Illinois, SAMUEL EDNA HARPER, a Clerk ac¢ the Virginia Hotel,
would know of his exact whereabouts, and RIFE could be
reached in a short pericd of time.

RIFE advised that he could not remember anyone in
the Quincy area who was close to the subject and could not
think of anyone who might have any information concerning
RAY,

RIFE advised that he did not feel that MELBA
MARIE RYAN, the sister of the subject, has had any contact
with RAY and he certainly is aware of the fact that MELBA
MARIE RYAN has had serious mental problems and that any
information that she would furnish could not be relied on.
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The following investigation was conducted by SA'S
ELYON H. DAVIS AND THOMAS M, SCHOENHOFER on 4-19-68: '

Trcoper EARL MC FEETERS, Illinois State Police,
Hull, Illinois, advised that he has since 3-18-58 seen
LONNIE RIFE and WALTER RIFE almost on a daily basis, He
advised that until recently, WALTER RIFE had lived at the
home of LONNIE RIFE; however, WALTER RIFE is now working
at the Virginia Hotel in Quincy, Illinois, operating the
restaurant in that Hotel, MC FEETERS advised that he does
not believe either RIFE has made any long trips from the
Quincy, Illinois, area or has been gone from Quincy, I11l.,
for any extended period of time during the past month.

On 4-19-68, Detectives DON CAPPS and HAROLD LAMB,
Quincy, I11,, PD, advised that they are night detectives for
that PD. Each advised that as a usual thing on their night
routines they pass the Virginia Hotel, 534 North Second St.,
Quincy, I11. They advised that they cannot state for certain
on any exact date that WALTER RIFE was at the Virginia Hotel;
however, they have seen him there practically every night
operating the restaurant in the Virginia Hotel, Each advised
that RIFE certainly could not have been gone for any extended

period of time from Quincy without their knowing of this and

that RIFE was_certainly not gone for several days at any time,

On 4-19-68, MARY JAN RIFE, home address 214 Lind

Street, Quincy, Illinois, was interviewed at her place of
employment, the restaurant at the Vvirginia Hotel, 534 North
Second Street, Quincy, Illinois. She advised that she is
married to WALTER TERRY RIFE and that her husband has been
in Quincy, Illinois, for every day since February, 1968. She
stated that her husband certainly was not gone any day from
3-27-68 through 4-4-68. She advised that he was working
each day at the restaurant in the Virginia Hotel operated

by her husband. She viewed a photograph of JAMES EARL RAY,

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FBI # 306 443 A, made on 3-17-60. She advised that she had
never seen this individual in her life and had never heard
her husband speak concerning this individual. MARY JAN RIFE
advised that she has been married to WALTER TERRY RIFE since
1661 and that during that period of time JAMES EARL RAY has
never contacted him for any reason. She advised that MELBA
MARIE RYAN resides at the Virginia Hotel and that shortly
before being ‘interviewed she had learned that MELBA MARIE
'RYAN was supposed to be the sister of the individual charged
with the shooting of MARTIN LUTHER KING. She advised this
was the firsti time she had ever heard of JAMES EARL RAY and
did not know that RAY was a brother to MELBA MARIE RYAN.

She also advised that MELBA MARIE RYAN is a mental
case and has been in Jacksonville State Hospital, Jacksonville,
Illinois, on numerous occasions.

On 4-19-68, SAMUEL EDWARD HARPER, Desk Clerk, Virginia

Hotel, 534 North Second Street, advised that WALTER TERRY RIFE
operates the restaurant in the Hotel. HARPER advised that
WALTER TERRY RIFE had been working every day at -the restaurant
since 2-68 when he took over the operation of the restaurant.
He advised that RIFE's wife had given birth to a child in

and that during the period of time that RIFE's wife was
in the hospital, he had operated the restaurant practically
without any help and had worked from 15 to 18 hours a day,
HARPER advised that RIFE has not been gone from Quincy, Ill.,
for any one-day period since taking over the operation of the
restaurant, '

A photograph of JAMES EARL RAY was exhibited to
HARPER. HARPER advised that this individual was unknown to
him and stated he had never seen RAY to his recollection
during his 1life.

HARPER advised that MELBA MARIE RYAN resides at
the Virginia Hotel; however, he had never heard her mention
JAMES EARL RAY and did not know that this was the brother of
MELBA MARIE RYAN until that date. HARPER advised that MELBA
MARIE RYAN had resided at the Virginia Hotel since 12-67 and
he is certain that RAY has not visited the Virginia Hotel
during that period of time,
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On 4-19-68, attempts were made to interview MELBA
MARIE RYAN; however, she was in a hysterical state and it
was impossible to conduct an interview on that date. She
advised that she would be available for an interview on
4-20-68 and that she was willing to consent to an interview
with the FBl. She did stated during a short period of time
an interview was attempted to be conducted that she had no
idea as to the whereabouts of her brother JAMES EARL RAY.

On April 19, 1988, WALTER TERRY RIFE, home address

214 Lind Street, Quincy, Illinois, was lhuPereWed at his
place of business, Virginia Hotel, 534 North Second Street,
Quincy, Illinois. Before the interview, RIFE was advised

of his rights by SA ELYON H. DAVIS and a VWailver of Rights
Form was read to RIFE, RIFE advised he would not sign the
Waiver of Rights Form but that he was willing to discuss
anything with FBI Agents.

RIFE furnished the following information:

RIFE advised that he last saw JAMES EARL RAY, FBI
#306 443 A, in 1957 when WALTER TERRY RIFE was released from
the United States Prison at Leavenworth, Kansas,

RIFE advised that he had been arrested in 1955
with JAMES EARL RAY at Hannibal, Missouri, and both had been
charged with the possession of stolen money orders from a
Post Office., He advised that these had been taken from a
Post Office at Kellerville, Illinois, in a burglary and that
he and JAMES EARL RAY had then traveled throughout the United
States cashing these postal money orders., IHe advised that
they had traveled to New Orleans, Florida, Kansas City and
California, cashing the stolen money orders before being
arrested at Hannibal, Missouri.

Both were then sentenced to the United Stqtes
Penitentiary at Leavenworth, Kansas,

RIFE advised that he had seen JAMES EARL RAY almost
on a daily basis at the penitentiary at Leavenworth from 1955
until RIFE was released from the penitentiary in 1957, RIFE
later learned that RAY was not released from the penitentiary
at Leavenworth until 1958, He stated that he had not been in
contact with RAY since that date and had no knowledge of RAY's
activities other than he had heard that RAY was sentenced to
the Missouri State Penitentiary in the early 1960's. He had
no idea as to the charge concerning RAY at that time; however,
he thought it was some type of armed robbery.

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money and he knew that during that time that RAY broke into
houses and stole money or goods he could sell., RAY also
pulled stick-ups with a gun and that RAY committed burglaries
in which safes were involved., RIFE acavised that he does not
want to talk about any particular job that he might have been
involved in with RAY. He stated that RAY would also roll
drunks to obtain money and would obtain money any way that

a thief could obtain money. He stated that RAY was a roamer
and a loaner and did not seem to have any close friends.

RIFE felt that in the event that JAMES EARL RAY
ever returns to the Quincy, Illinois, area, RAY will contact
RIFE, RIFE stated, however, that he has no knowledge that
RAY has returned to Quincy since 1955 and does not believe
RAY has returned to Quincy or he would have kncwn something
concerning the return of RAY.

RIFE advised that he would not hide JAMES EARL RAY
and would immediately notify the FBI of any information he
receives concerning RAY's whereabouts.

RIFE advised that he personally knew nothing con-
cerning the shooting of Dr, MARTIN LUTHER KING in Memphis,
Tennessec and that he most certainly himself was not in the
Memphis area during the period of March 27, 1968 through
April 4, 1968, He advised that this could be verified
from all people connected with the Virginia Hotel as well
as members of the Police Department of Quincy, Illinois.

He stated that night policemen cruise by his restaurant

at the Vvirginia Hotel practically every hour of each night

and that the night detectives and also patrolman LARRY COLLINS
could verify that he had not left the Quincy, Illinois, area,

RIFE advised that he knew that JAMES EARL RAY's uncle
EARL RAY had moved to California from the Quincy, Illinois, area
ten to fifteen years before and that he thought the uncle had
died with a heart attack. He knew that somewhere he had under-
stood that EARL RAY was dead. :

RIFE advised that he could furnish no information
concerning possible- contacts of JAMES EARL RAY.

The Harboring Statute was explained to RIFE by SA
ELYON H. DAVIS, ‘
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RIFE advised that he first met JAMES EARL RAY around
1942 when apparently RAY and his family moved to Quincy, Illinois,
from some small town in Missouri. He stated that RAY had close
connections in Quincy and that during the period of time that
he had known RAY, RAY had resided with his Uncle, EARL RAY, in
Quincy and at the time he and RAY were arrested in Hannibla,
_ Missouri, RAY was living at the Victor Hotel on North Sixzth
Street in Quincy, Illinois. He advised that the Victor Hotel
has been closed for many years and that he understands the
operator of the Victor Hotel is now deceased.

RIFE advised that he had never heard RAY mention his
father or talk very much concerning his relatives and RIFE
advised that he did not know that MELBA RYAN, who resides at
the Virginia Hotel was RAY's sister until learning on that
date that RAY was charged with the shooting of MARTIN LUTHER
KING. :

RIFE advised that when he and RAY were apprehended
in Hanunibal, Missouri, they were accompanied by KATHERINE DORIS
BUSKIRK. He advised that he is certain that RAY had never met
BUSKIRK until the date of their arrest in Hannibal and that he
(RIFE) had picked up BUSKIRK in a tavern in Quincy and took
her to Hannibal on.a date, He advised that BUSKIRK is pre-
sently married to WILBUR CONNORS in Quincy, Illinois,

RIFE stated that he remembered distinctly that. BUSKIRK
and RAY did not know each other until he introduced them on the
date the three were arrested in Hannibal. He stated that BUSKIRK
was not actually arrested but was released and that she had nothing
to do with the passing of the stolen postal money orders.

RIFE advised that he had never visited in the RAY
home in Quincy, Illinois, and had no idea as to the address
of RAY's people or the number of relatives that RAY had in
Quincy. He stated that he and RAY as a normal thing, did not
actually run around together but would meet each other in
taverns at which time they would talk and decide to do some-
thing together,

RIFE advised that during the period of time that he
had known JAMES EARL RAY, RAY had been "a thief", He stated
that RAY would do anything during that period of time to make
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The following investigation was conducted by SA
ELYON H. DAVIS: ‘

On April 23, 1968, MARY JAN RIFE, 214 Lind Street,
Quincy, Illincis, advised she is certain her hushand, WALTER
TERRY RIFE, has no knowledge of the present activities or
whereabouts of JAMES EARL RAY,

She stated also that MELBA MARIE RYAN, sister of
RAY, still resides at the Virginia Hotel and eats almost
all of her meals at RIFE's restaurant in the hotel, She
stated that MELBA MARIE RYAN has told her on several
occasions during the last three or four days that she has
no information or krnowledge of the whereabouts of JAMES
EARL RAY,.

: She advised that MELBA MARIE RYAN has been highly
emotional during the past few days and she felt that this
was due to numerous reporters attempting to interview MELBA
MARIE RYAN.

She advised that MELBA MARIE RYAN is a mental case
and no reliance can be placed on any statement made by MELRA
RYAN.
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The following investigation was conducted by SA
ELYON H., DAVIS:

On April 23, 1968, WALTER TERRY RIFE, 214 Lind
Street, was reinterviewed at his place of business, the
Virginia Hotel Restaurant, Quincy, Illinois,

RIFE advised that once when he was fingerprinted
after his arrest on a possession of stolen postal money
orders with JAMES BARL RAY in 1955, he was booked under
the name of VERNON ELMO RIFE. He stated that VERNON ELMO
RIFE has never been an associate of JAMES EARL RAY and has
never been in jail with RAY and this is the reason records
in Missouri would show RAY was arrested with VERNON ELMO
RIFE instead of WALTER TERRY RIFE,

RIFE advised that when he and JAMES EARL RAY were
passing the stolen money orders throughout the United States
after their arrest in Hannibal, Missouri, they claimed they
had purchased these money orders from a wino named WILLARD
J., MC BRIDE, He advised that this information is not correct
and they did not purchase the money orders from any WILLARD
J. MC BRIDE. He advised that he has never known a WILLARD
J. MC BRIDE and that he and RAY obtained the money orders
in Adams County, Illinois, He said that the Post Office
at Kellerville, Illinois, is located in Adams County, Illinois,
and that he did not intend to admit to any burglary but that
neither RAY nor RIFE obtalned the money orders outs1de of
.Adams County,

RIFE advised that during the period of time that he
and RAY were passing the money orders, they traveled extensively
throughout the United States to towns in Florida, New Orleans,
Louisiana, St., Louis, Missouri, Kansas City, Mlssouri, across
the United States to California and back to the Quincy, Illinois,
Hannibal, Missouri, area, where they were arrested. He stated
that there was no partlcular place that RAY seemed fond of
during that trip more than anywhere else and that they traveled
from town to town on a spur of the moment deal and no plan
or scheme was involved in their travels, '
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He advised that during these travels he and RAY did
not contact anyone named COIN and did not contact anyone to
his knowledge, in New Orleans, Louisiana.

He advised that they did contact a COHEN in Kansas
City, Missouri, and sole COHEN some of the money orders,
- RIFE was not certain as to the description of COHEN but thought
that he would now be an old man., RIFE personally did not know
CCHEN or anything concerning his whereabouts or activities.
le stated that COHEN was a man that they contacted in a tavern
and sold him some of the stolen money orders., He stated that
they contact COIEN by just asking questions in taverns as to
who would by money orders,

RIFE advised that he knew that JAMES EARL RAY dis-
liked Negroes immensely ; .however, ne had no idea as to the

reason why., He advised that he had never known any incident
involving RAY and Negroes,
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The following investigation was conducted by
SA ELYON H., DAVIS at Quincy, Illinois.

WALTER TERRY RIFE, operator, Virginia Restaurant,
Virginia Hotel, 534 North Second Street, Quincy, Illinois,
was recontacted on April 30, 1968, May 3, 1968, Mav 10,
1963, and May 13, 1968, aznd on each date advised that he
counld furnish no additional information concerning JAMES
FARL RAY. He also advised on those dates that definitelv
JAMES EARL RAY has not contacted MELBA MARIE RYAN at the
Virginia Hotel,

SAMUEL EDWARD HARPER, desk clerk, Virginia Hotel,
534 North Second Street, Quincy, Illinois, was recontacted
by SA ELYON H. DAVIS on April 25, 1968, April 30, 1968,
May 3, 1968, and May 9, 1968, and on each date advised that
he could furnish no additional information concerning
JAMES EARL RAY. On each date, he advised that MELBA MARIE
RYAN, RAY's sister, still resides at the Virginia Hotel
and that the restaurant of the Virginia Hotel is operated
by WALTER TERRY RIFE.

On May 3, 1968 and May 9, 1968, ART CONNORS whose
wife owns the Virginiaz Hotel, 534 North Second Street,
Quincy, Illinois, was recontacted on each date and advised
that he had no information concerning the whereabouts or
activities of JAMES EARL RAY not previously furnished.

On May 9, 1963, ART CONNORS, Virginia Hotel,
Suincy, Illinois, advised that to his knowledge, no tele-
phone calls have been charged to the Virginia Hotel thrt
were made by MELBA MARIE RYAN. He advised that he remembers
his wife placing a call or else accepting =z telephone call
in April, 1967 from his son Sergeant ARTHUR A. CONNORS, JR,
who ic stationed in New Jersey and was coming home to visit
his parents hefore being transferred fto Vietnam, CONNORS
advised that his son Sergeant ARTHUR A. CONNORS, JR. was
presently at the CONNORS home, Rural Route 5, Quincy, I11l-
inois.

On May 9, 19683, Sergeant ARTHUR A. CONNORS, JR.
Rural Route 5, Quincyv, Illinois, advised SA ELYON H. DAVIS

that he placed a collect telephone call to the Virginia
Hotel from Long Branch, New Jersey on April 9, 1968, He
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advised that this was of 2 personal nature to his mother
concerning his transfer to Vietnam,

Sergeant CONNORS advised that the name JAMES
EARL RAY is completelv unfamiliar to him and that he could

not recognize any phetographs of JAMES EARL RAY as anyone
he had ever seen,
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The following investigation was conducted by
SA EDWARD A, CARPENTER, at the Menard Branch, Illinois
State Penitentiary, on April 26, 1968:

A record was located for JOSEPH ELMER AUSTIN
who has FBI #821733 whose date of birth is| |
and who originally was received at the Menard Branch,
on December 21, 1925, and he remained at the penitentiary
until July 22, 1949, when he was released and was returned
to the penitentiary on December 22, 1950, where he
remained until April 8, 1954, when he was released on
parole and again returned to the penitentiary on February 8,
1955, where he remained until April 27, 1956, when he was
again released on parole and then returned to the penitentiary
on September 17, 1957, where he remained until May 7, 1959,
when he was again released on parole until September 23,
1959, when he was returned until his ultimate discharge
on February 23, 1965.

According to penitentiary records, AUSTIN when
he was dismissed from Menard went to St. Leonard's House
located at 2100 West Warren Avenue, Chicago, Illinois,
and he received a final parole on discharge on July 11,
1967, through the Parole Office located at 160 North LaSalle,

According to the records, AUSTIN at one time,
was transferred to the state penitentiary at Joliet,
from August 2, 1934, until August 15, 1936, when he was
returned from Menard.

AUSTIN was originally received on a 25-year
sentence for murder and a 10 to life sentence for armed

On April 26, 1968, MAX FRYE, Warden, Menard
Branch, Illinois State Penitentiary, advised that one
of the inmates by the name of JOSEPH ADAMS, who works
in the Office rs Mess at the Penitentiary, indieated
to him recently that he was acquainted with JAMES EARL
RAY having been with him at the Missouri State Penitentiary

Warden FRYE stated that he did not question
him concerning his contacts or knowledge of RAY but
